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What CA was up to in FY2008’s third quarter

he Columbia Association
Thas posted its third quarter

results for Fiscal Year 2008,
resulting from operations over the
nine-month period from May 1,
2007, through Jan. 31, 2008. As of
the end of the third quarter, the
Columbia Association expects to
finish the year with an increase in
net assets of nearly $3.7 million.
Administrative Services

As noted in CA President
Maggie Brown’s report to the
Board of Directors, the Columbia
Association expects to end
FY2008 with an increase in net
assets of approximately $3.7
million. Total income and total
operating expenses are anticipated
to be $56.6 million and $47.7
million, respectively.

The projected total income of
approximately $56.6 million is
expected to exceed budget by
$418,000 (less than 1 percent),
due mainly to a positive variance in
annual charge revenue. A large
number of property sales resulted
in annual charge revenue based on
the phase-in values, which are not
subject to the cap. In addition,
income from new construction,
including the land in Benson East,
was greater than projected.

Total operating expenses are
projected to be about $47.7
million by year-end, exceeding
budget by approximately $293,000
(a variance of less than 1 percent).
Interest expense is expected to be
significantly under budget by year-
end because the issuance of new
financing was postponed due to
the timing of some capital projects
and credit market considerations.
Communications and

Marketing
The Communications and

Marketing Division reported that
FY08 membership income and
Package Plan income combined is
$36,000 higher than comparable
FY07 income. With their low cost
and high value, Package Plan
offerings remain very attractive, and
total membership sales for the

quarter exceeded budget projections
by 260. Membership retention also
remained high for the quarter, which
reinforces the quality of CA’s
facilities and programs. Current
FYO08 income estimates are projected
to be 3 percent below budget, as a
result of soft sales in the first quarter
from golf and pool memberships.
YTD expenses are $37,000 over
budget; however, the end-of-year
forecast is $4,000 below budget.

Other significant accomplishments
throughout the third quarter
included the sales and service
provided to thousands of residents
by the Membership Service Center;
the introduction of a new format for
“Columbia Matters” (CA’s cable TV
show) and its companion web site,
www.ColumbiaMatters.org; the
success of the fifth annual Images of
Freedom poster contest in
recognition of Black History Month,
sponsored in conjunction with the
Howard County Department of
Transportation; the launch of a new
web site for CA camps —
www.ColumbiaCamps.org; the
official launch of FitBeginnings, CA’s
first physician referral fitness
program; and the distribution of
hundreds of Welcome Packets to
new residents at the Welcome Desk
and at welcome events.
Community Services

The Community Services
Division finished the third quarter
$700,000 better than budget, and
the division is projecting to end
the year $356,000 better than
budget. The positive variance at
the end of the third quarter is
primarily due to increased tuition
and enrollment income from
School Age Services, savings in
interest expense and savings in the
Administrative Services and
Community Relations allocations
expense. Due to a reallocation of
insurance expense among various
CA departments to more
accurately reflect actual results, the
camps department will not meet
budget this year.

The School Age Services
program is $424,000 ahead of

budget and $51,000 ahead of last
year, primarily due to a change in
licensed capacities allowing for
increased enrollment.

Approximately 200 youngsters
were able to attend CA’s School
Age Services and camps programs,
thanks to CA’s income-qualified
program at a subsidy of
approximately $174,000.
Columbia Teen Center is slightly
behind budget at the end of the
quarter due to a reduction in
grant funding from Howard
County government; based on the
anticipated funding cuts, staff
hours have been reduced.

Other programs supported by
the third quarter subsidy of
$1,619,000 from the annual
charge include the summer
Lakefront and International Day
Festivals, Columbia Archives, the
Sister Cities program, Columbia
Art Center and Volunteer Center
Serving Howard County. In
addition, the subsidy provides
support to the village associations
in the amount of $3,455,000 to
fund village elections, covenant
enforcement personnel, village
board activities, building
maintenance and other
community programs and services.

Community Services is projected
to finish the year better than
budget in most departments.
Open Space
Management

The Open Space Management
Division completed the third
quarter of FY08 better than
budget in total operating expenses
by $362,000, with a decrease in
net assets of $8,377,000,
representing a favorable variance of
$1,321,000. All departments in
the division had total operating
expenses less than the budget
throughout the quarter, and it is
projected the division will
complete the year with savings in
total operating expenses.

Primarily due to the mild
weather conditions, the Land
Maintenance Department reported
expenses less than budget in most

line items throughout the third
quarter; the RV Storage Park is
also better than budget in total
operating expenses for the quarter.
Related to income, there is a
positive variance in income
through the third quarter, and the
department should end the year
slightly ahead of budget. The
current estimate shows that by
year’s end, a total of $12,324,000
of annual charge revenue will be
required to protect and maintain
the environmental assets of
Columbia, which include more
than 3,500 acres of open space,
93.5 miles of pathways, 169 tot
lots, three lakes and 41 ponds.
Sport & Fitness

The Sport & Fitness Division
reported record usage during the
third quarter of FY08 at CA’s
three fitness clubs with 122,905
recorded visits to Columbia
Athletic Club, 120,455 visits to
Columbia Gym and 185,683 visits
to Supreme Sports Club, for a total
of 429,043 visits.

The FitBeginnings physician
referral program, which began in
October, is enjoying tremendous
initial success; nearly 300
individuals have been referred to
the program by more than 60 local
physicians. Participants in the 60-
day program enjoy a personalized
introduction to exercise by CA’s
fitness professionals.

The Service Magic training
program, which includes a series
of weekly workshops aimed at
teaching the fundamentals of
customer service, is nOw in its
second year and is enhancing
customer service throughout the
Sport & Fitness Division. To
date, more than 200 Sport &
Fitness team members have
completed the program.

The Sport & Fitness Division is
projected to end the year with
$678,000 more revenue than last
year, and operating expenses
(exclusive of a one-time
$750,000 insurance expense) are
projected to increase by
$355,000 (1.6 percent). B
