Sister Cities Program

has for years now,

been making a

significant difference

in the community and

has greatly enhanced

the lives of hundreds

of students globally.
“Thousands of Columbia

and Howard County residents
have been touched by this
program,” said Meredith Jaffe,
Manager of the Sister Cities
Program. “Each year, high
school students have the
opportunity to not only
experience another culture
firsthand, but to find a second
family that they keep
throughout their lives. Former
participants have returned to
France and Spain to live with
their host families again years
later, or for their friends’
weddings a decade after their
exchange experience.

CA is proud of its ability to
educate, inform and cultivate
young people by exposing
them to a culture different
than their own. For many
students, the experience of
participating in this program
is an opportunity that comes
just once in a lifetime.
Students are given an
opportunity to travel abroad
for two weeks during the
summer and spend time with
a family in Cergy-Pontoise,
France or Tres Cantos, Spain,

Following their two week stay,
students return home to host
their French or Spanish
counterparts. Not only are
students exposed to a new
language and culture, but they
are introduced to new foods
and customs.
